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GUIDELINES FOR CHOOSING THE COPYRIGHT PROTECTION SYSTEM
All authors of DOCTORAL THESES are the title-holders to the intellectual property rights pertaining to their thesis and may exercise those rights whenever they deem necessary in order to protect their interests. Upon authorising the dissemination of the DOCTORAL THESIS through the University of the Basque Country’s digital repository and the ADDI repository, the AUTHOR may choose between the following systems: 
1. “All rights reserved”. Anyone wanting to use the DOCTORAL THESIS must ask for express permission from the AUTHOR, except in those cases stipulated by the LAW (such as making a private copy or the right to quote).
2. Reservation of only some rights, through a Creative Commons license. This is a widely-used international system of licenses that permits the reproduction, distribution and public communication of the DOCTORAL THESIS providing authorship is acknowledged. By choosing this kind of license, the AUTHOR agrees to permit certain uses without express authorisation being required. It is important to highlight the fact that these licenses are completely free of charge and do not require the DOCTORAL THESIS to be registered in any specific Creative Commons digital repository. The Creative Commons website (http://es.creativecommons.org/) contains a tutorial designed to help you decide which license is best for you.
The licenses currently in force are as follows: 
· Attribution (by): Permits the commercial use of the work and any possible derivative works, whose generation and distribution are also permitted without any kind of restriction.
· Attribution  - Non-commercial (by-nc): Permits the generation of derivative works, providing no commercial use is made of them. Neither can the original work be used for commercial purposes. 
· Attribution  - Non-commercial  - Share-alike (by-nc-sa): No commercial use is permitted of the original work or any possible derivative works, whose distribution is permitted only under the a license identical to the license that governs the original work. 
· Attribution  - Non-commercial  - No Derivative Works (by-nc-nd): Commercial use of the original work is not permitted, nor is the generation of derivative works. 
· Attribution – Share-alike (by-sa): Commercial use is permitted of both the original work and any possible derivative works, whose distribution is permitted only under the a license identical to the license that governs the original work. 
· Attribution – No Derivative Works (by-nd): Commercial use of the original work is permitted, although the generation of derivative works is not. 
The selection of any of these possibilities by the AUTHOR shall be expressly stated in the authorisation document. Only one box may be ticked. 
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
