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Synopsis
In Gambia, the smallest country of mainland Africa, fish is now being powdered up by
Chinese corporations and exported to Europe and China to feed animals in industrial farming.
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As a result, Gambians are being deprived of their primary source of protein, overfishing is
depleting marine ecosystems.

The film follows Abou, Mariama and Paul, three Gambians who share intimate stories of
daily struggle, anger, hope and longing for their loved ones.

Abou Sene is an activist in defense of artisanal fishing in Gambia and against corruption, reason why
he has been threatened by the government of his country. Since his arrival in Tenerife (Spain) on a raft
in November 2020, he has not stopped the work started in Africa and has been a speaker in diverse
events to raise awareness about the rights of migrants and overfishing in the countries of origin. In an
interview in the Spanish newspaper El Salto Abou says: “I would like Stolen Fish to get into the right
hands and improve the situation in Gambia”.
